two months in advance of the show date. This would give NADAC time to process the premium,
for JCAC to get it on the website, for secretaries to process the entries, and allow handlers to
enter the trial in plenty of time.

e The show chairman needs to turn in the application at least 3 months in advance.

e MOTION: A motion was made and seconded to have a policy that show secretaries are to send
in premiums to NADAC at least 60 days before the first day of the show. Unanimously
approved.
